LEAD 161:  COLLEGE OPTIONS is based upon the Complete Guide to College Financing & Admissions & SAT/ACT Prep CD-ROMS, developed by the non-profit COLLEGE OPTIONS FOUNDATION.  This self-study course prepares students with basic and advanced college planning concepts and illustrates knowledge acquisition by interactive student participation.  This course imparts a thorough knowledge of college admissions and financial planning process, plus provides tools for successfully accomplishing that task.
