Lesson Assessments

Lesson 1:

- Analyze two problems that plague today's secondary school and create an action plan for solving one of them.

- Compare and contrast the concepts of learning modes, learning styles, and Gardner's theory of multiple intelligences

- Create a chart that correlates learning styles to teaching styles

 Lesson 2:

- Create a graphic organizer or a Thinking Map® for a topic. 
- Use the graphic organizer or Thinking Map® as the basis for creating a project that would demonstrate learning the concepts presented in the organizer or map 

- Using the "Four-Phase Lesson Plan" in your text, fully develop a lesson plan as an exemplar to place in your portfolio. Don't forget to provide ways to adapt instruction for a variety of learners.

Lesson 3:

Create a lesson plan using the structure of Figure 5.9 from your textbook. Use goals and objectives different from the ones you used in the "Four-Phase Lesson Plan." 

Go back to the "Four-Phase Lesson Plan" in your Portfolio, and evaluate your lesson plan using the self and peer

assessment form in your textbook (Exercise 5.4 B). 

If possible, have a colleague use the list to evaluate the "Four-Phase Lesson Plan" and see how their evaluation

compares with yours.

Lesson 4:

Complete the exercise, "Recalling My Own Learning Experiences in School." If possible, share your results

with another colleague. What similarities or differences did you notice? 

Complete the exercise, "Conversion of an Abstract Learning Experience to a Direct One." Use the lesson plan you created in Lesson 3 to select a topic for this exercise. Use your portfolio as a place to reflect on what might happen if you were to teach the same content more directly (at or close to the bottom of the "Learning Experiences" ladder). If possible, share your conclusions with classmates or a colleague.

Lesson 5:

Complete the "Lesson/Unit Planning with the Multiple Intelligences" exercise. For help with this exercise, see

the two samples included in your textbook: lessons on photosynthesis and solving algebraic equations. 

You will need the "Lesson/Unit Planning with Multiple Intelligences" exercise you just completed to help you with this activity. Use the multiple intelligences lesson plan to help you create a new lesson plan that follows the template in figure 6.3. How will you modify the learning activities from the previous exercise to fit the attend-experience-reflect cycle in the new lesson plan? Include your answer in your portfolio.

Lesson 6:

Now, sharpen your ability to identify the cognitive levels of questions. Complete Exercise 7.1 in your textbook. If possible, compare results and discuss with your classmates. Check your answers against the key.

Next, move to Exercise 7.3 in your textbook. Examine course materials that you currently are using in your teaching for the questions posed to students, perhaps at the end of chapters. 

Finally, complete Exercise 7.5 in your textbook, which gives you practice in raising questions to higher levels.

Lesson 7:

Complete Exercise 8.1, "Preparing a Self-Instructional Module." Complete the "Steps for Developing Your SIM" as if you were actually creating a SIM (although you won't actually be creating your own SIM at this time). 

Let's see just how much you already know about whole-class discussion. Complete Exercise 8.2, "Whole Class Discussion as a Teaching Strategy: What Do I Already Know?" 

Lesson 8:

1. Review the sample lesson plan you completed at the end of Lesson 3. Examine the Procedure section and the 4 separate activity entries. How much time did you allot for each activity? What types of activities did you include? Review your lesson plan for

timing of each activity and diversity of activities, and make any necessary or appropriate changes. 

2. Next, complete Exercise 9.1, "The Lecture Summary-Review and Practice." Complete all of the questions except the last one (#10). 

3. Complete Exercise 9.2, A Study of Inquiry and Strategy Integration"  (http://www.prenhall.com/kellough).  

Instructions: Complete this exercise but choose only 4 of the integrating strategies to apply to the Locating a Colony inquiry shown in figure 9.4.

4. Create a lesson plan using the Four Phase Lesson Plan that you used in Lesson 2. Design this lesson plan to teach students about copyright laws and fair use exceptions. As one of your learning objectives, you want students to demonstrate their ability to identify copyright issues and be able to offer options to avoid copyright laws. You will need to come up with a realistic, brief scenario (perhaps citing lawsuits about downloading music) to stimulate student interest in learning about copyright issues.

Lesson 9:

Review the Four-Phase Lesson plan you developed in Lesson 2. In particular, note how well you provided opportunities for assessment within the attendance-experience-reflect" structure within each of the four phases. Now, turn to the sample Four-Phase Lesson Plan in Chapter 11. Within each phase of the lesson, identify he opportunities for assessment and write these down.

Review the sample rubrics in Chapter 12: Analyzing a Primary Source Rubric, Collaboration Rubric, Figure 12.10, and Figure 12.11. Create either a checklist or a rubric for the Four-Phase lesson plan you created in Lesson 2. Revisit the Apply Phase of your lesson plan.  In the Experience section, include a requirement that students complete a homework assignment. Create a four-level rubric to further define the assignment and that will be used later to evaluate your students' homework assignment. For help with this rubric, see Figure 4.12, Four-Level Homework Evaluation Rubric.

Lesson 10:

Complete the exercise, Development of a Professional Portfolio. If you already have a professional portfolio, use this exercise as a checklist for critiquing your current portfolio.
