Course Description:

(LEAD 164 – 2 or 3) American Veterans - Profiles in Leadership.  This variable elective credit leadership course seeks to enhance the understanding and recognition of Veterans’ leadership contributions to American society.  Veteran issues and resolution of their challenges in a post-Military environment are examined, and their personal leadership styles are explored and researched.  Subsequent to classroom discussions focused on Veteran wartime experiences as well as their post-Military adjustments, each student participates in a local community service-learning project focused on learning by personal interaction with America’s Veterans.  ($65 per credit)

Tuition schedule differs from on-campus courses.  Prer.: Post-secondary student seeking baccalaureate degree, undergraduate student, Extended Studies or instructor approval required for undergraduate credit.
