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Presents three nationally accredited two-credit elective courses for high school students nationwide.  These courses are Personal Management, Character Education, & Citizenship; each with an associated community service learning education project. 
LEAD 150:  Personal Management is based upon the NEFE High School Financial Planning Program(HSFPP, developed by the National Endowment for Financial Education (NEFE).  It is a six-unit course that acquaints students with basic financial planning concepts and illustrates how these concepts apply to everyday life.  The program endeavors to teach what personal financial responsibility is and seeks to help students avoid financial difficulty tomorrow.  The goal is to increase the financial literacy of America’s young adults.  Students study topics such as the time value of money, earning an income, saving money, protecting assets, establishing and prioritizing financial goals, understand the cost of using credit, and developing a budget, all in the context of a student’s experiences.  The HSFPP is provided in partnership with the U.S. Department of Agriculture Cooperative State Research, Education, and Extension Service, and Credit Union National Association, Inc., and America’s Credit Unions.

Finally, the course cited above has integral to it a Community Service Learning Education Project.  The Community Service Learning Education Project consists of a ten-hour community service project, plus four additional hours allocated for preparatory efforts, and a no less than two hundred and fifty word essay summarizing the student’s project experience titled: “Community Service Learning Education Project: Expectations versus Outcomes”.  The student’s local instructor/service learning education project mentor will evaluate and grade this essay, as well as the course work.

WHAT DO I NEED TO DO?
Student Requirements:

1. Register on-line for your credits at this site: www.jrotccollegecredit.com.   Confirm your parents’ approval and instructor’s approval before registering.  Be 16 years of age on day of registration.   

2. Males 17 years and 9 months old or older must register for Selective Service at this site: http://www.sss.gov/regist.htm if they haven’t done so prior to registering.  It takes about two minutes and is required under Colorado law.

3. Complete course requirements with your instructor.

4. Plan, coordinate, execute, and complete your community service learning education project (SLEP).  Comply with your school’s institutional standards and guidelines for your SLEP.  Submit a 250-word essay to your instructor titled: Community Service Learning Education Project: Outcome versus Expectations.  Your local instructor will provide guidance for this written requirement.

5. Upon your completing your on-line registration, tuition payment and finally with the receipt of your instructor’s signed grade roster, the University of Colorado at Colorado Springs will mail you an official transcript with your grade to the address you provided during your on-line registration.  You must request this initial and any additional transcripts at that time, all provided at no at no charge from this website:  https://hydra.cusys.edu:443/pinnacle/cgi-bin/sisget.cgi/cs/awssgnsn/  From that point forward you can request additional transcripts at any time, at no cost.  You will need to use and save your UCCS Student ID and PIN.
