Course Format: Seminar

Course Description:


This seminar/workshop delivered course is designed to enable teachers at all levels to utilize Thinking Maps as a common visual language for learning.  These thinking process tools are the foundation for learners’ continuous cognitive development, from school to work.  Thinking Maps are used for content-specific and interdisciplinary learning, thus giving schools a common set of tools for integrating teaching, learning and assessment.  These unique attributes of Thinking Maps support students becoming independent, reflective, lifelong problem solvers and learners.
Catalog Description:
 

A thinking Map is a graphic organizer directly linked to a specific thought process, used by all teachers and all students in a consistent manner, across all grade levels and curriculum areas.  Given direct training in using these maps, students have concrete tools for independently and interdependently seeking patterns in information.  They are empowered to draw on a range of different and related thinking processes, and they are motivated to persevere during complex tasks.  Thinking Maps provide students a well-developed foundation for entering into reflective, meaningful dialogue, and extending learning throughout the school community.  

Course Objectives: 
Students will . . . 

(1) present the Thinking Maps concept to whole schools

(2)  lead introductory workshops for whole schools

(3)  conduct systematic follow-up visitations in each school

(4)  give model teaching demonstrations in classrooms

(5)  facilitate the development of curriculum applications

(6)  lead schools in assessing student learning using Thinking Maps

Course Expectations:

Each student enrolled will participate in a nationally recognized train the trainer workshop produced by Innovative Learning Group and sponsored by their governmental or commercial organization.   Course requirements include a student produced learning journal, post-seminar examples of classroom integration of workshop-learned instructional techniques, and a personal reflection paper on the seminar outcomes. Attendance at all seminar and workshop sessions is mandatory for participants.          
Academic Honesty:  Candidates are expected to adhere to the highest standards of academic honesty as outlined in the UCCS course bulletin. Forms of academic dishonesty include, but are not limited to buying papers, copying paragraphs/pages of text/whole papers off the internet, or copying another candidate’s answers. In addition, in written assignments, sources must be cited and a reference page included. Citations must be in APA style and include author(s), year of publication, and page number if a direct quote is included. Academic dishonesty will result in the grade of a “0” on the assignment and/or in the course.

Course Assignments and Assessments:

One Credit: The student will write a three-page paper describing two concepts or instructional techniques that they have implemented and the resulting outcomes on student performance in their classroom.  Students will also select one scholalry journal article and produce a 2 page review of the arguments presented in relation to your classroom and your instructional style.

Two Credits: The student will write a three-page paper describing two concepts or instructional techniques that they have implemented and the resulting outcomes on student performance in their classroom.  Students will also select two scholalry journal articles and produce two 2 page reviews of the arguments presented in each article in relation to your classroom and your instructional style. 

Three Credits:  The student will complete the same assignments listed for the two-credit option, as well as choose a book to read that is related to the course content, and complete a 3 page review of the book. 
Class participation will be evaluated through the production of each student’s prepared personal reflections journal, student workshop produced learning tools, and by instructor observed participation in small group sessions.
