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As part of regular notifications of enrollment for programs, the UCCS College of Education, Extended Studies Office will also send reminders to high school students who have not paid tuition for courses. The third notice will have a deadline date to comply, with notice that if a student does not pay by that deadline, they will be administratively dropped from the course.

The University of Colorado does not currently have a system in place for parents to give consent for their children to take college credits except for Colorado residents during the fall and spring semester. Therefore, it is the responsibility of the local coordinators/teachers to make sure that the parents are notified. If a parent calls and notifies us that their child did not have permission to register for college credits, we will have no choice but to drop the students from the course(s), even if it is passed the drop deadline date.
